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June Service Change

Community Transit’s Board recently voted to approve service reductions starting June 13, 2010
in order to close a budget gap caused by the Great Recession.

The service cuts will affect both local and commuter bus service. The plan will eliminate Routes
200, 207, 404, 411, 441, 812, 851 and 870, each of which has alternative transit service. Other
routes will be consolidated and duplications in service will be eliminated. Some commuter
routes will be changed to start at park & ride lots, rather than starting on city streets and
picking up passengers along the way to the park & ride.

The June 2010 service plan contains the same provisions as in the original service cut proposal,
except for:

e Route 101 — Reduced weekday daytime frequencies to 30 minutes

e Route 106 — Will be shortened and serve two morning and two afternoon peak-directional
trips between Canyon Park and UW Bothell via the North Creek Business Park

e Route 121 — Will be shortened and serve two morning and two afternoon peak-directional
trips between Canyon Park and UW Bothell via 23 Ave. SW in Bothell

e Route 227 — Will serve two round trips to Boeing with direct route between Smokey Point
and Arlington Park & Ride

e Route 247 — Will serve two round trips to Boeing from the Stanwood I Park & Ride at I-5
(this route may receive further consideration in April)

e Route 277 — (No change from proposal, but this route may receive further consideration in
April)



e Route 412 — Will maintain neighborhood loop in Silver Firs except for three round trips daily
that begin and end at the McCollum Park Park & Ride

e Route 414 — Will run six daily trips: two morning SB, two afternoon NB, two evening NB
¢ Route 424 — Will retain routing through Snohomish on all trips

e Route 477 — Will serve more direct routing between MLT Transit Center and Brier Park &
Ride

e Creation of $50,000 fund to facilitate transportation service on Sundays for those most in
need (details to be worked out)

This year Cypress Semiconductor was recognized as Employer of the Year and Sara Poirot was
named ETC of the Year. Cypress received this honor in large part to their work on introducing
an ORCA Area Passport program to their employees. This program not only saved the company
money over their prior program, but also enhanced the overall benefit for employees that
participate. Sara was named ETC of the year for her successful work at Trade Products and
Specialty Manufacturing as well as her volunteer efforts with the launch of Swift this past
November.

Curb the Congestion

Your employees could save more and stress less. It pays to choose a smarter trip with Curb the
Congestion.

Curb the Congestion is a partnership between Community Transit and Snohomish County to
reduce traffic and encourage healthy travel options on congested roadways. The program
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provides commuters and residents who travel along the designated roads with information and
incentives to reduce their drive-alone trips. A dedicated Curb the Congestion specialist provides
one-on-one help with planning trips to work, errands, or leisure

Participants who log their alternative trips at least 12 days a month are eligible to win a $250
monthly incentive prize or a $1,000 quarterly incentive prize.

Curb the Congestion is funded by Snohomish County through development mitigation fees and
federal grants, and operated by Community Transit. The county identified three specific high
congestion corridors because they could benefit the most from this type of program based on
the existing infrastructure (i.e., roads, bike lanes, sidewalks and transit facilities), constraints to
further road improvements and development patterns.

The three corridors are:

¢ 164th Street SW/SE (between Lynnwood and Mill Creek)
e 128th Street (between Everett and Mill Creek)

e 20th Street SE (between Lake Stevens and Everett)
